Did You Know?

A Catholic Mass, which is a liturgical function, can only be held in a
church or an oratory which had been consecrated or at least blessed.

An oratory is a structure other than a church, set aside by ecclesiastical authority for prayer
and the celebration of Catholic Mass.

Silence IS Golden

Attention is the essence of prayer. If you arrive in church early enough, it will give you time
to calm your mind and prepare for the sacrifice of the mass. Of course, if you have children in tow,
keeping them quiet out of respect for the other worshipers can be heroic.

Entering the Church

You will usually find the font with holy water at the entrance. Upon entering we dip our
fingers into the holy water. With the dipped hand we make a sign of the cross over ourselves as a
reminder of our baptism.

When we enter the church or pass the tabernacle the normal gesture of reverence
is to genuflect, that is, to bend the right knee until it reaches the ground.

Genuflecting, of course can be quite an effort for those of us weakened at the knees
So, for some of us, we bow to express our reverence to the Lord.
